At the end of 3" quarter we were at 61.5% of our $75,000 PLEDGE for '09. We will need every unit's help to reach our
PLEDGE. Be sure your total pledge is being paid and please consider “emptying” your treasury as a Gift to Mission or
Pledge contribution. Such extra monies contributed as undesignated Mission Giving (Pledge, Special Mission
Recognition, Gift to Mission, Gift in Memory, World Thank Offering) will count toward our District Pledge.

The Thanksgiving season is a great time to have a World Thank program and collection of the monies you have been
dropping in your containers throughout the year when you were thankful for something. Those containers must be
overflowing by now! Coordinate with your vice president, program committee or whoever plans your unit programs. You
can also order the World Thank Offering Box (.40 each) and Labels (free) from Mission Resource Center in Dallas, TX.

As unlikely as it seems, we are in our 4" quarter and ALL monies for 2009 MUST be remitted BEFORE December 1% in
order for local units to receive credit this year. So treasurers should make every effort to get their monies to me on time.

As a treasurer you should keep your unit informed of its contributions to the Five Channels of undesignated Mission
Giving. If you contribute to all five channels (Pledge paid in full, SMR, Gift to Mission, Gift in Memory, World Thank
Offering) the unit will receive a certificate at District Annual Meeting. In early November local unit presidents and
treasurers will receive a copy of your unit's summary of giving report. Please use it as a tool to BE SURE your TOTAL
PLEDGE is paid by DECEMBER 1 and that you have contributed to ALL FIVE CHANNELS before DECEMBER 1°

Just a reminder to treasurers as well as unit presidents and members...if you need to order SPECIAL MISSION
RECOGNITION PINS for 2009, | MUST receive your order before December 1%. Between December 1* and January 1* |
CANNOT order pins! Unfortunately SMR pin delivery is running in excess of 12 weeks and 4" quarter increases in orders
may even extend that time!

Christmas is just around the corner! Remember we have Gift to Mission Christmas cards. Consider giving such a card to
that person who has everything and will appreciate your donation to Mission Giving. During the holiday season it will save
you time, money and gas to shop with UMW rather than the mall! Also, use these or other Gift to Mission cards for your
outgoing officers. You can purchase these cards directly from me, your local unit treasurer, or at any District and
Conference event. Your unit will receive credit regardless of where you make your purchase.

2010 treasurers, returning and new, should plan to attend the November 7th Officers’ Training at St John’s UMC. We wiill
try to address your questions and provide some helpful information you can use in your local unit to educate your
members about mission projects, where our money goes, and promote Mission Giving. If there are issues or questions
you want addressed during this training please let me know and I'll try my best to have that information.

It will also be an opportunity for you to meet the 2010 incoming District Treasurer,
Sara Kauzlick.
