Exit 125, at top of ramp turn right onto Lenoir Rhyne Blvd. 
Go to 4th stoplight take a left onto Tate Blvd.(following Highway 127,signs to Science 
Center, Art Museum, Beaver Library or Salt Block 
At next stoplight, right Hwy 127 
At next stoplight (fire station will be on your left) take a right 
Go very short distance (less than half a block) and take a left.

      What a joy it has been to serve as your treasurer this year and to be a part of 
ensuring that our Mission Money goes to help alleviate the suffering of women and 
children throughout our nation and the world!  The good news is that our Statesville 
District gave over fifty-one and a half thousand dollars to total Missions, over 
$4,700.00 in designated monies and over $46,800.00 in undesignated mission money.  
The bad news is that we did not quite make our pledge of $50,000.00 in undesignated 
mission money.  It was a new year for the restructured Statesville District and the 2008 
Executive Committee had a difficult task in deciding our pledge.  We did lower our 
pledge to $45,000.00 for 2010; however, I challenge you all to make an effort to give 
all you can, and lets reach over $50,000.00 in the five channels of Mission Giving in 
2010!  Our bishop has talked about the power of 3 and I challenge each United 
Methodist Woman to give just $3.00 more this year than last year!  "Do not forget to 
do good and share with others, for with such sacrifices God is pleased." (Hebrews 
13:16 NIV)    

   The five channels of Mission Giving are 1. Pledges, 2. Special Mission Recognition 
Pins, 3.  Gift to Mission Cards, 4.  Gifts in Memory Cards, and 5.  World Thank 
Offering.  Every mission dollar makes a difference!  Your gifts help to relieve 
suffering and improve the quality of life for women, children and youth all over our 
world.
