Devotion in Motion concludes….this follows immediately
PowerPoint Slide #1 (Slide has Assembly date and night photo of St. Louis with Gateway Arch).  Music starts. (Track:  Meet me in St. Louis – Beginning of Skit)

Sara walks on Stage with IPOD, pretending to sing along with Judy Garland.

Lynne: 
Comes by, takes the ear bud out of Sara’s ear (Music stops) and says.  
What in the world are you singing that song for, every time I see you, you are singing that song.  You have been singing it for months now…I never even heard of it before you started singing it. 
Sara:
I know but I just can’t help it.  Ever since I found out that United Methodist Women’ s next  Assembly is going to be held in St. Louis I have had this song on my mind.  I can’t wait until April so that I can finally go.

Lynne:
What is so special about Assembly and St. Louis?  

Sara:
Well, Assembly is about 10,000 United Methodist Women gathered from around the world.  And in 2010 it is going to be held in St. Louis, Missouri.
Sandy comes out as Bright Green Flyer, and slowly move toward Sara and Lynne…get pretty close by the time Sara first mentions the bright green flyer….and get right at them and shake it a little when Lynne says “maybe we could have a bus trip”.
Lynne:
What happens at an Assembly?

Sara:
There’s singing, and worship, celebrating and fellowship… and I just don’t want to miss a minute of it!    Next year’s theme is Faith. Hope. Love in Action…just what UMW is all about!  It is going to be wonderful!!!
Lynne:
Who goes to Assembly?  I mean can I go too or is it just for Conference Officers?

Sara:
Oh no, everyone is invited!  All United Methodist Women are invited to attend, whether you are a local member or an officer.  It is a great place to meet people from all over the world and to learn more about United Methodist Women.
Lynne:
You mean everyone here this weekend is invited???????!!!!!!!!!!!???????????
Sara:
Yes Lynne!

Lynne:
Who told you about Assembly?
PowerPoint Slide #2. (Slide has Bright Green Flyer).  
Sara:
Didn’t you get a bright green flyer in your packet this weekend?  It’s BRIGHT GREEN…your really do need to get it out and read it.  It tells all about the arrangements for Assembly…and it even tells where you can get more information on our website!
Janice and Harriet come out and make an arch

Lynne:
You know, I think I might like to register for Assembly… I’ve never been to St. Louis before, Do you think we might see the famous Arch? 
Sara:
You know Lynne if you would just take a moment to read the flyer… it will tell you how to register and tell you about some of the things you might see while you are there.
Karen & Sherry come out as Bus…buzz around, maybe go under the arch, have fun
Lynne:
Wouldn’t it be fun to have a lot of people travel together… Maybe we could have a bus trip! 
Sara:
(a little exasperated)  That bright green flyer I keep telling you about…  (Sara takes a deep breath)  Let’s take a walk and I will get out my flyer and read it to you.  In the mean time you can learn my favorite song.  “Meet Me In St. Louis”  Only we aren’t going to the fair… we are going to something even better.  We are going to Assembly.
Music starts again (Track:  Meet me in St. Louis – End of Skit)
 Lynne and Sara go off singing with Judy Garland.  Music fades out as they get to the stage door.
PowerPoint Slide #3.  (Slide has Assembly date again, and… Come Go With Us).  
After Lynne & Sara leave through stage door, and music stops…Sandy, Janice, Harriett, Karen & Sherry follow behind motioning to the audience and shouting:  Come Go With Us!  Come Go With Us!  Come Go With Us!  Come Go With Us!
NOTE:  We changed it a little when we actually did the skit…at the end, instead of going off stage, Sara & Lynne ran through the arch, and then “jumped on” the bus as it went through the arch again…and we all went off the stage together.
